Participant (or parent/guardian) voluntarily notifies TEAM SAFETY 
OFFICER/TEAM of a positive COVID-19 test result. 

TEAM SAFETY OFFICER/TEAM notifies ASSOCIATION SAFETY 
OFFICER/PRESIDENT and is provided the following: 

1. “There has been a positive COVID-19 test result on our 
team” 

2. Team identification 
 

NO PERSONAL INFORMATION IS PROVIDED. 

ASSOCIATION SAFETY OFFICER/PRESIDENT notifies RAS Staff 
of positive COVID-19 test result. 

ASSOCIATION AND TEAM SAFETY OFFICERS gather readily 
available information for SHA (i.e. contact date(s) of the team and/or 

mini-league). 

- The team with the individual who tested positive will not be allowed to 

participate in any ringette activities* for 14 days. 

- The other teams in the same mini-league, who in the last 48 hours, 

played against the team with the individual who tested positive will 

not be allowed to participate in any ringette activities* for 14 days. 

- The other teams in the same mini-league, who in the last 48 hours, DID 

NOT play against the team with the individual who tested positive 

will be allowed to practice. 

 

League notifies other teams and officials. 

− Positive COVID-19 test results are to be expected. 

− Everyone must avoid overreaction and generating unnecessary disruption. 

− Let the parties identified in this process execute their duties. All other stay out of the process. 

− Protecting the privacy of others is of utmost importance 

− Communication strategy/tips: focus on the issue, not the person. Use affirming responses. Remember to be clear, cohesive, complete, concise, and 
concrete 

− *Ringette activities include but are not limited to: league/exhibition/playoff games, practices and training sessions, team meetings 

− Within 24 hours the Association Safety Officer/President informs entire membership through email.
